88. B. VITTATO-NUTANS Hort. Makoy (M.D.).-Leaves a dozen or more in a rosette, lanceolate, 1½-2 ft. long, recurving from low down, narrowed gradually to the point, the marginal prickles minute. Peduncle 1½ ft. long, with many large, bright red ascend​ing bract-leaves.
Inflorescence a few-flowered lax drooping spike. Ovary oblong-cylindrical, greenish, ½ in. long; sepals lanceolate, an inch long, pink, tip ped with violet. Petals twice as long as the calyx, bright violet-blue.
