This hybrid was made by Grace M. Goode of Australia, who crossed Cryptanthus 'It' with X Cryptbergia rubra. The cross was made in 1976 and flowered in 1978. W. W. G. Moir, who grew on some of the seeds, writes of the plant as follows: ' 'It has 35 leaves of coppery bronze color underlaid with green. The longest leaves are about 35-38 cm. long and 3 cm. wide at the middle with sharp toothed edge. It has made a terminal head of about 20 flowers that come out one to three on some days and then skip a few days. The flowers are about 2.5 cm across with 3 petals edged in deep blue and the midrib and center of flower is greenish yellow. The plant is very showy and shines. There is very little resemblance to either parent except that it has a vigorous cryptanthus growth, standing much higher and bolder than a cryptanthus and more vigorous than the x Cryptbergia Rubra. It is a very worthwhile addition. ' ,
