Cryp. ‘Dr. Larry’

This plant has grass green leaves that are moderately wide and generously adorned in about 80 per cent gold scurfing along their entire length and to the very edge of the leaf margins.  There is no border separating the scurfing at the margins, and it occurs even on the bases of the spines. The banding pattern is deeply sinused and clearly defined along most of the length of each leaf blade but is somewhat more suffused towards the base. Undulation is pronounced and the substance of the leaves is heavy. Leaf tips are strongly recurved. Undersides of leaves are uniformly silver.
