Cryp. ‘Frostbite’

A plant with very wide leaves and extremely copious amounts of silver scurfing on the leaf surfaces.  Near maturity, some patches of gold scurfing occur amongst the silver, especially in the newer growth.  There are no borders apparent at the leaf margins.  The pattern is exceptionally uniform along the entire leaf length and is so dense as to only allow narrow, lightly sinused unscurfed bands to show through at approximately ¼ inch intervals.
