Cryp. ‘Marathon’

A very large plant with wide leaves and colors mostly in the earth tones.  Color is predominantly red-brown, but also contains some flashes of yellow green along the midribs with areas of orange-brown mixed in between the midribs and margins.  Silver scurfing occurs in an irregular pattern on dorsal surfaces, forming occasional lightly sinused bands, some traversing the entire leaf, some not.  Silver scurf having about a 50% coverage density forms a border along most leaf margins and is about ¼ inch wide. It runs most of the length.  Undersides are uniformly silver. Tips are acuminate and recurved.
