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In March, 2011 the nothogenus  x Aechbergiopsis  ( Aechmea x Hohenbergiopsis ) was first recorded in the Bromeliad Cultivar Register under ICBN Rules (Vienna Code 2006). On behalf of the registrant Kerry Booth Tate of the Channon, northern New South Wales who chose the cultivar name ‘PITA’, I coined this new combination bigeneric genus name. 





The full history of  x Aechbergiopsis ‘Pita’ is still unrecorded but probably is an Australian-bred cross from the late 1980s with the hybridist unknown but mistakenly grown as Hohenbergiopsis guatemalensis. It is the considered  view of several very experienced bromeliad growers consulted that the parentage is most likely to be:
