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2. The same seed parent, B. x leodiensis, was crossed with
the hybrid known as E. Bobtail., the cross being named B. Red Surprise, every seedling being different. Foliage was the main objective of this cross with flowers an interesting gamble. Only the two best clones have been retained here. One reminds me of a dwarf B. Muriel Waterman with leaves which are very broad towards the tip. The flowers I regard as much superior to those of B. Muriel Waterman. The second clone is a more slender, tubular plant with crossbands and fairly heavily dusted with white scales on both sides of the leaf.

The B. x leodiensis (nutans x vittata) was originally grown in many collections as B. Elvenia Slosson (1) but now that details of these two hybrids are known there seems little doubt that B. x leodiensis is correct.

(1) B. ‘Elvenia Slosson’ is said to be nutans x ‘Albertii’ with ‘Albertii being distachia x nutans. This suggests the plant would be very close to nutans!

Since 1981 at least 4 forms have emerged. One of these with almost total red leaves (no banding) has been called ‘Margaret River Red’
