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Cryptanthus ‘Racinae’: A cultivar of bivittatus x fosterianus. This cross was made by M.B. Foster in 1950 after he imported his newly collected species C. fosterianus into the United States, named for Foster in 1948. The same cross was made sometime before 1978 in Europe by Gulz. Gulz called his cross C. `Feuerzauber'. Some claim that Foster imported `Feuerzauber' into Florida and just changed the name. This is highly unlikely since Foster was the first to have access to C. fosterianus and there are reports of  ‘Racinae’ in collections many years before 1978. Both versions are medium sized crypts with thick, narrow triangular shape. The color of the leaves are red and green mottling with a central dark red stripe. There are silver zig-zag bars along the length of the leaves. Kathy Dorr who grew both of these plants in the 1970's, noted differences between them. There was a distinct difference when both were grown in good light. C. ‘Racinae’ flushes a rosy pink while maintaining much less of the green mottling.
