Vriesea splendens (Brong.) Lem. var. splendens X Guzmania zahnii (Hook. f.) Mez

This intergeneric hybrid was made by M. Lemoine at Angers, France in 1882, and when exhibited at the National Exposition of France, 1883, at Champs Elysees, excited much attention from the visitors.

The inflorescence, reaching nearly three feet in height with a panicle 1½ to 2 feet long, having many dense erecto-patent multifarious branches, was quite spectacu​lar according to M. Carriere, editor of Revue Horticole. The ovate-lanceolate flower bracts were red-yellow and the yellow petals were one third longer than the sepals.

Morren's drawing of this unusual plant is in the British Museum; the photo of the herbarium material, herewith, was taken by Dr. Lyman B. Smith while he was in Liege, Belgium.

27. CARAGUATA MAGNIFICA Hort. (M.D.).
Leaves 80 in a rosette, pliable, lanceolate, above a foot long, 1½ - 2 in. broad, tinged with claret-brown.  Peduncle much overtopping the reflexing-leaves. Inflorescence a panicle 1½ - 2 ft. long, with many dense erecto-patent multifarious branches; flower-bracts ovate-lanceolate, red-yellow, 1¼  in. long. Calyx as long as the flower-bract. Corolla yellow, 1/3 in. longer than the calyx. Style exserted beyond the corolla.

Hab. A garden hybrid between C. Zahnii and some robust Tillandsia. Described from Prof. Morren's drawing, made from a plant flowered by M. Lemoine at Angers in 1882. See Rev. Hort. 1883, 62.
