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Neoregelia Fosperior, a hybrid developed by my father, Mulford Foster, approximately 18 years ago improved its lot in life by giving birth to a magnificent variegated offshoot. The offshoot was actually only half variegated. This mutation happened in my greenhouse about five years ago. I grew the plant for 1 ½ years and then something happened which caused the plant to die, fortunately for the bromeliad lovers in the world a perfect offshoot appeared before the parent plant died. I raised that plant to maturity and the plant pictured above is the best of the litter and I am naming the gorgeous plant Neoregelia Fosperior  'Perfection'.

Some day everyone can share the beauty of this plant but due to its slow growth habit it will not be for sale for years.
