A plant presumably originating in the U.S. has the name tag of Neoregelia Vulcan X

olens. It does look as though it has Neoregelia olens in it, but not both parents

because Vulcan is a cultivar name within the species Neoregelia olens.

This had me wondering whether the Vulcan should have been spelt Vulkan, but then I could see no Neoregelia concentrica in the plant either. So the parentage formula must be suspect and yet it is worthwhile growing. It is larger than Neoregelia olens, has many more leaves and has that vivid red centre on flowering. What better name than 'Stout Fellow'!
