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In March, 2013 a new nothogenus x Purilium was first recorded in the BSI Bromeliad Cultivar Register under the International Code of Nomenclature for algae, fungi and plants (I.C.N.--Melbourne Code 2012). Its breeder is Ray Lemieux of Tropiflora Nursery, Sarasota, Florida, U.S.A. who created this cross in 2010 and coined the bigeneric genus name x Pulirium. This cultivar was named 'Quicksilver' by Ray also and registered by nursery owner Dennis Cathcart. 

The seed parent is Puya tuberosa Mez , a clone possibly wild-collected, originally from California xerophyte specialist grower Bill Baker. Genus Puya , Molina, Saggio Chili 160, 351. (1782)
The pollen parent is an unidentified Encholirium species #1, a clone also possibly wild-collected, formerly from Melbourne, Australia nurseryman Rudolph Shultz. Genus Encholirium, Martius ex Schultes filius in Roemer & Schultes. Syst. 7(2) lxviii, 1233, (1830)
