Tillandsia (Vriesea) Devansayana in Revue Hort 65: 202-3. 1903

Plant obtained from the Krameri variety (not to confuse this simple variety with the true Tillandsia Krameri, Baker, which belongs to the Anoplophytum section) impregnated by T. carinata, Baker. (The real name of the plant that Morren had called Vriesea psittacina var. brachystachys) Leaves curled at the apex, small, green blade; scape erect, very free, fine; spike in the shape of a fish, very flat, lively red - carmine; floral bracts closely overlapped distichously, hooked at the top; flowers.....
